This version of the Windows Communication Foundation is compatible with Microsoft .NET Framework version 2.0 and WinFX® Runtime Components January CTP.  This version of Windows Communication Foundation requires either Windows XP Service Pack 2 or Windows Server™ 2003 Service Pack 1.
Remove earlier versions of the WinFX Runtime Components from your system

If you have an earlier version of WinFX Runtime Components installed, you must remove it before installing Windows Communication Foundation Beta 2 Runtime. Perform the following steps: 

1. In Control Panel, open Add or Remove Programs.

2. Remove any WinFX Runtime Components entries in the list of currently installed programs.

Updating the .NET Framework to version 2.0

If you have a pre-release version of the .NET Framework version 2.0 installed on your machine, you must uninstall it and install the release version as described in the following steps: 

1. In Control Panel, open Add or Remove Programs.

2. Remove Microsoft .NET Framework 2.0 Beta.

3. Install the Microsoft .NET Framework version 2.0 redistributable Package 

· For x86 systems: Microsoft .NET Framework version 2.0 Redistributable Package (x86)
· For x64 systems Microsoft .NET Framework version 2.0 Redistributable Package (x64)
(Optional) Install Windows Communication Foundation Prerequisites

Some features in Windows Communication Foundation are not available unless some operating system prerequisites are present.     
· To enable Internet Information Services (IIS) based service hosting and activation, install the Internet Information Services (IIS) component.  To install IIS on Windows Server 2003 and Windows XP do the following steps:

1. Click Start, point to Settings, and then click Control Panel.
2. Double-click Add/Remove Programs.

3. Click Add/Remove Windows Components.

4. Click Internet Information Services (IIS).
5. Click Next.

· To enable some features of COM+ integration, install the COM+ hotfix for Windows Communication Foundation:
1. Go to the COM+ hotfix for Windows Communication Foundation site and follow the download instructions.
· To enable Microsoft Message Queuing (MSMQ) integration features and queued channel support, ensure that the Message Queuing component is installed.  To install the Message Queuing component, follow these steps:
1. Click Start, point to Settings, and then click Control Panel.

2. Double-click Add/Remove Programs.

3. Click Add/Remove Windows Components.

4. Click Message Queuing.
5. Click Next.

Install Windows Communication Foundation Beta 2 Runtime only 

Note that the WinFX Runtime Components January CTP cannot be used in a live operating environment and for deployment of Windows Communication Foundation, the standalone Windows Communication Foundation Beta2 Runtime must be used instead.  
Please note that deployments in a live operating environment of this standalone download is only allowed after signing the Go-Live License for Windows Communication Foundation Beta 2 Runtime.  Information about the Go-Live License can be found here.

Perform the following steps to install the Windows Communication Foundation stand alone package: 

1. Download Windows Communication Foundation Beta 2 Runtime available here.
2. Run indigo.exe.
3. Follow the on-screen instructions.
To Un-Install Windows Communication Foundation Beta 2 Runtime
Windows Communication Foundation Beta 2 Runtime does not add an entry to the Currently installed programs list in Add or Remove Programs.  To uninstall the release, one of the following instructions must be run from the command line:

For x86 installs: msiexec /x {9613282E-8E1B-453B-8FEE-8458BF7FDA2C} 
For x64 installs: msiexec /x {78DB10F8-3BA4-4D74-8D35-8E543F395EB5} 
For IA64 installs: msiexec /x {994DBCF8-49E4-4CE2-B9F8-8BCF9D19A252}
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
