ReflectView enables retailers or agencies to convert existing media content from DVDs, tapes, CDs, and compressed digital media into audio/video files playable on digital signage both inside and outside the store.  The network-based product allows users to easily load content onto a central content storage and management platform.  Content is then managed through a convenient scheduling and workflow interface.


“ReflectView 2.0 represents another breakthrough in digital signage capability for retailers that want maximum flexibility, scalability and support for different types of displays,” said Stan Woodward, chairman and chief executive officer of Reflect Systems.  “ReflectView 2.0 provides digital signage users with a rich mixture of options for managing content within multiple channels as well as different demographic groups, dayparts, and promotions running in different store groups.”

Flexibility, Convenience
ReflectView 2.0’s enhanced playlist scheduling capabilities add to the already user friendly drag-and-drop publishing system.  The new capabilities are designed to help retailers maximize point-of-
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purchase (POP) decisions by allowing content publishers to customize message delivery to specific times of day or audience characteristics.  Specific usability enhancements also reduce the amount of time customers need to spend managing their digital signage networks, improving overall workflow and business efficiency.  

To make displays more dynamic and content-rich, ReflectView 2.0’s Rich Media Themes capability can partition any screen into quadrants on a scheduled basis by clip or playlist.  Any single quadrant can be enlarged for emphasis; discrete content such as news, stocks, weather or scrolling text can be played in various areas of the screen in a “cable news” format.  Retailers are free to use the Rich Media Themes to create their own unique programming effects or formats as well.


ReflectView 2.0’s new media player capabilities extend the system’s existing plasma, LCD and standard TV support, bringing even more hardware flexibility to retail environments including single channel and multi-channel configurations.  Additional features and integration with core Microsoft® technologies include:

· Microsoft Windows 2003 Server, IIS, Microsoft .NET Framework Support —Enables Microsoft’s most popular server architecture to drive playback, digital signage network configuration, and system health monitoring.

· Background Intelligent Transfer Service (BITS) - ReflectView now takes advantage of the BITS service in Windows 2003 and Windows XP for maximizing the efficiency of content distribution.

· Windows Media Video support (including standard and high definition media files)
· Multi-Tiered Player Architecture—Helps companies to avoid WAN distribution bottlenecks by employing a chained infrastructure strategy.  Also allows media players to serve as a distribution server within a LAN.

· Simultaneous Multi-User Access and Role-Based Security Enhancements—Ensures greater convenience and responsiveness during programming/scheduling periods and allows multiple customer user roles to access various parts of the workflow application.  Windows authentication, including Active Directory integration, is supported throughout the ReflectView suite.

· Support for Windows XP Embedded – Expanding on the use of Microsoft’s Windows XP in retail environments, ReflectView supports Windows XP, XP Embedded, and Windows Server 2003 for ReflectView Player.

· Reporting Enhancements – Utilizing Microsoft’s SQL Server platform, ReflectView delivers new reporting features that allow retailers to easily compile and view playback reports for generating proof of performance affidavit reports.
