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The functionality of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries has been incorporated into Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004. All part numbers related to Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries were removed from price lists in April 2004. This licensing brief describes the following: 

· The incorporation of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries into Microsoft BizTalk Server
· The migration path for customers with Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 Licenses enrolled in upgrade protection
· The deployment of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries with 1.0 with Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002
Functionality of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries Incorporated into Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004
To provide for better integration of server software, the functionality of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries is being incorporated into Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004. All part numbers related to Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries have been removed from price lists as of April 2004.  Customers who require the functionality of Microsoft BizTalk Server for MQSeries are licensed to use it as part of their Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004 License. Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 2.0 will be available as a web download for no cost at http://www.microsoft.com/biztalk later this year.
Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 Migration Path
For each License of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 that a volume license customer has enrolled in upgrade protection (Upgrade Advantage/ Enterprise Agreement/ Software Assurance) as of April 1, 2004, the customer may use Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004 Partner Edition, Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004 Standard Edition, or Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004 Enterprise Edition on one (1) processor in place of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0. The customer’s right to use Microsoft BizTalk Server expires upon the expiration or termination of the customer’s right to use the corresponding copy of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries. The right to use Microsoft BizTalk Server is not in addition to the customer’s right to use Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries, but rather replaces that right. The customer’s use of Microsoft BizTalk Server under this offer is subject to the product use rights for Microsoft BizTalk Server and the terms and conditions of the customer’s Microsoft Volume License agreement. At the end of the term of upgrade protection for Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries, the customer may renew upgrade protection for Microsoft BizTalk Server in place of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries.
Deployment of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 with Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002
· For each License for Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 that a volume license customer has enrolled in upgrade protection (Upgrade Advantage/ Enterprise Agreement/ Software Assurance) as of April 1, 2004, the customer is permitted to use Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 on the same processor. The customer’s right to use Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 expires upon the expiration or termination of the customer’s right to use the corresponding copy of Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002. The customer’s use of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 under this offer is subject to the product use rights for Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 and the terms and conditions of the customer’s Volume License agreement (including this requirement to run the software on the same processor as the corresponding copy of Microsoft BizTalk Server).
· Similarly, for each license for Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 that a volume licensing customer has enrolled in upgrade protection (Upgrade Advantage/ Enterprise Agreement/ Software Assurance) as of April 1, 2004, the customer is permitted to use Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 on the same processor. The customer’s right to use Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 expires upon the expiration or termination of the customer’s right to use the corresponding copy of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0. The customer’s use of Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 under this offer is subject to the product use rights for Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 and the terms and conditions of the customer’s Microsoft Volume License agreement (including this requirement to run the software on the same processor as the corresponding copy of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0).
The volume license customer does not receive any additional processor Licenses through this mechanism. For example, if a customer has two processor Licenses for Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 enrolled in upgrade protection, the customer can deploy Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 and Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 on the same server, but not on separate servers. The customer still has only two processor licenses.

FAQ:

Q:  Who is eligible for the grant to use Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004?

A:  Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 customers with upgrade protection on those licenses as of April 1, 2004 are eligible to use Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004 Partner Edition, Microsoft BizTalk Standard Edition or Microsoft BizTalk Enterprise Edition on one (1) processor for every Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 server license with Software Assurance. The right to use Microsoft BizTalk Server is not in addition to the customer’s right to use Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries, but rather replaces that right. The customer’s right to use Microsoft BizTalk Server is subject to the product use rights for Microsoft BizTalk Server and the terms and conditions of the customer’s Volume License agreement.
Q:  When is Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries being removed from price lists?
A:  All part numbers related to Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries will be removed from price lists in April.
Q:  Does Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 work with Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004?

A:  Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 will not function with Microsoft BizTalk Server 2004. Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 2.0 will be available as a free web download at http://www.microsoft.com/biztalk in the second half of calendar year 2004.

Q:  Can I deploy Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 on the same server as my BizTalk Server 2002 now, without any additional licenses?
A:  Yes, if the Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 licenses were enrolled in upgrade protection as of April 1, 2004. However, Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 cannot be deployed on a separate server that was not already licensed for Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002. You still have the same number of processor licenses for both.
Q:  Can I deploy Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 on the same server as my Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 now, without any additional licenses?
A:  Yes, if the Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0 licenses were enrolled in upgrade protection as of April 1, 2004. However, Microsoft BizTalk Server 2002 cannot be deployed on a separate server that was not already licensed for Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries 1.0. You still have the same number of processor licenses for both.
Q:  After my term of upgrade protection expires, can I renew my right to use Microsoft BizTalk Server?
A:  Yes. Customers who take advantage of this offer may renew upgrade protection for Microsoft BizTalk Server in place of Microsoft BizTalk Adapter for MQSeries.
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
