In this document you’ll find guidelines and other information that will assist you in making proper referential use of the Windows® SideShow® trademarks.  Windows and SideShow are registered trademarks owned by Microsoft.  Microsoft requires that use of Windows SideShow be consistent across all materials in all media.
The Windows SideShow trademarks must always be used pursuant to the specifications on this page, to identify associated Microsoft Corporation technology.  Any use that falls outside of these specifications is strictly prohibited.

Information about Windows SideShow
Windows SideShow is a feature in Windows that uses add-in programs, or gadgets, to extend information from your computer onto secondary displays. With SideShow, you can get useful information from your PC quickly and easily on a wide variety of compatible devices, regardless of whether the PC is on or off. Gadgets run on the computer and update the Windows SideShow-compatible device with information from the computer, such as e-mail messages, RSS feeds, and television guide data. 
The following guidelines must be followed for all use of the Windows SideShow trademarks:

1. You must use the appropriate descriptor and trademark symbols at the first and most prominent mention of Windows SideShow on each individual piece of material or website where it is used, as follows:  Windows® SideShow®.
2. Avoid using Windows SideShow as an adjective.  To describe a device as compatible with Windows SideShow, precede it with “Windows SideShow-compatible”.

3. When referring to gadgets, it is acceptable to use “Windows SideShow gadget” or “Windows SideShow gadgets” instead of “gadget for Windows SideShow.”

4. The Windows SideShow trademarks must be used to refer to a capability of Windows Vista, not to a hardware device.  Hardware that is designed for, or takes advantage of this capability may not be identified as “Windows SideShow” but instead must be referred to as “using Windows SideShow,” “enhanced for Windows SideShow,” or “Windows SideShow-compatible.”

5. Always use the complete name “Windows® SideShow®” on first reference.  Subsequent references may use the full name or just “SideShow” alone.

6. “SideShow” is spelled as a single word, with the second “S” capitalized.

7. Do not include the Windows SideShow trademarks, or any potentially confusingly similar variations, in your company, product or service name, domain name, or website title.

8. You may only use the Windows SideShow trademarks on hardware casing in accordance with the guidelines in this document.  NOTE that this document does not provide any rights to use the Windows SideShow graphic or logo.
9. The Windows SideShow icon is trademarked and may not be included or used in any hardware, software, or other material, printed or otherwise, without a proper license.
10. Do not create any graphic or design out of the Windows SideShow trademarks and do not include them in any logos created by you or your company.
11. Do not include the name “Windows” or “Windows SideShow” in a domain name or use them to brand your website.
12. Do not shorten, abbreviate, or create acronyms out of Microsoft trademarks.
13. The Windows SideShow trademarks may not be used in any manner that might imply that any non-Microsoft materials, including but not limited to your devices, goods, services, websites, or publications are sponsored, endorsed, licensed by, or affiliated with Microsoft.  Your product name and company name must appear more prominently than Windows or Windows SideShow and the Windows SideShow name must be visually distinguished from your product name.
