Performance Proof Points

Performance testing of Content Management Server conducted on two corporate internet sites, proved:

· A four-node Network Load Balancing cluster of four-processor 550 MHz Web servers can deliver a throughput of 235 pages/sec (382 ASP gets/sec) at approximately 85 percent CPU utilization.

· A single two-processor 700 MHz Web server can deliver a throughput of 65 pages/sec (106 ASP gets/sec) at approximately 85 percent CPU utilization.
