PiL MoU 2.0 Signed in Bratislava, Slovakia
For the last 4 years, PiL in Slovakia was able to really bring innovation and change in to Slovak schools and in to the work of Slovak teachers. With 9000 teachers registered at the ITN, over 8000 teachers trained to use technology in the classroom or 2800 educational materials (lectures and VCTs) uploaded at the ITN we have left a big impact in Slovakia.
Based on this results, during the visit of Steve Balmer on May 21, 2008 we signed a PiL MoU 2.0 memorandum. This way we will continue in our great work to support the Ministry of Education and all the teachers in Slovakia for next 5 years.
Steve during the ceremony recognized the good work of Slovak teachers and their students by meeting with the director of the primary school in the village of Lieskovec, Martina Chalachanova, an active member of the community of innovative teachers and one of her pupils, Simonka. Further he met with Bibiana Zelinova, representative of the non-profit organization P-MAT, which works with Microsoft in educational projects, including project 40UP aiming to educate middle-aged citizens in field of information technology.
